Brexit is NOT a done deal and there is everything to play for. Lobbying parliament is effective and MPs listen to their constituents!  Here are 3 simple steps you can take:
1) If you live in Islington it’s very important that you write to our MPs, Jeremy Corbyn (Islington North) and Emily Thornberry (Islington South).  Labour’s position on Brexit is evolving and Jeremy and Emily are obviously key to that.  If you use email, do include your postal address.

1) Ask your friends and relatives outside Islington/London to go to www.europeanmovement.co.uk/ and sign up for emails containing targeted local messages about campaigning in their area.  Also to https://bestforbritain.org 
3)  Cast your eye over the lists of referendum voting areas and MPs/constituencies below.  Do you have friends or relatives in any of these areas?  Can they be persuaded to write to their MPs?   As we’ve already seen, it only takes a few Conservative MPs to rebel and the government will lose its key Brexit votes!
The top 30 most marginal pro-Leave voting areas from the nearly 400 that took part in the 2016 referendum:

Vicky Ford -- MP for Chelmsford, also covers Great Baddow
Bob Neill  -- MP for Bromley and Chislehurst, includes Mottingham

Dominic Grieve -- MP for Beaconsfield, South Bucks. Includes Marlow
Ken Clarke - MP for Rushcliffe. Main town West Bridgford, part of Greater Nottingham.
Antoinette Sandbach -- MP for Eddisbury, Cheshire. Includes 
Winsford, Tarvin, Audlem, Kelsall, Malpas and Tarporley
Paul Masterton -- MP for East Renfrewshire.  An outer suburb of Glasgow. 
Tom Tugendhat -- MP for Tonbridge and Malling, also covers Edenbridge.
Jeremy Lefroy -- MP for Stafford
Anna Soubry -- MP for Broxtowe, a suburban constituency located to the west of the Nottingham, includes Beeston, Stapleford, Kimberley, Chilwell
John Stevenson -- MP for Carlise, has abstained in at least one major Brexit vote

Conservative MPs in very marginal seats (less than 1% lead) – sensitive to the opinions of their constituents and easily voted out in a general election:

Royston Smith – MP for Southampton Itchen. He is pro-Brexit.  Majority 31

Zac Goldsmith – MP for Richmond. He is pro-Brexit.  Majority 45

Stephen Kerr – MP for Stirling.  Includes surrounding areas of Bannockburn, Bridge of Allan and Dunblane.  He is pro-Brexit.  Majority 148

Derek Thomas – MP for St Ives.  Main towns are Penzance, St Ives and Helston. Constituency also includes the Isles of Scilly.   Pro-Brexit.    Majority 312

Stephen Crabb -- MP for Preseli. North and west Pembrokeshire. Includes Fishguard, Haverfordwest, St David's. Voted Remain.  Majority 314.

Stuart Andrew – MP for Pudsey.  Covers suburbs to the west and north-west of Leeds, including Pudsey, Farsley, Horsforth, Yeadon and Guiseley.  Backed Brexit but sees merit on both sides of the argument so well worth writing to!  Majority 331.
Jacqueline Doyle-Price – MP for Thurrock, Essex. Includes Grays, Tilbury, South Ockendon and Chafford.  Voted Remain.   Majority 345

Amber Rudd – MP for Hastings and Rye. Includes Winchelsea.  Amber Rudd was pro-Remain but is obviously now a member of the Cabinet. Majority 346 
Theresa Villiers -- MP for Chipping Barnet. Prominent Brexiter.  Majority 353. Also worth noting that Iain Duncan Smith has very small majority in Chingford and Woodford Green.
